Council President Lake called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

1. JUBILEE SQUARE DRAINAGE

Mrs. Ashley Campbell gave a presentation along with a power point presentation. Ms. Patty
Hurley from ADEM was also present. Mrs. Early stated that ADEM has grant money available for
projects like this. Mrs. Campbell said that the city’s MS-4 permit is up for renewal and the new
one will require some of these changes. She wants to do a green theme in phased projects. The
project will call for bio-retention ponds in different areas of the parking lot, and for green areas
throughout the parking lot. The green areas will be tied to the storm water drainage in case of
overflow. Estimated cost for Phase | and Phase Il is about $120,000 and the total cost is around
$400,000. There will be a 40% match which can be in-kind services. Mrs. Campbell said that
ADEM is willing to work with the city, and they have a large sum of money available.

2. CIVIC CENTER ORDINANCE / LONG TERM LEASING

Mr. Vaughn, attorney for Church of His Presence, made a presentation to Council. The
minister of the church, John Kilpatrick, stated that the church pays approximately $100,000 per
year, and pays the fees upfront. They have 600 plus members and it is hard for them to find a
place large enough to meet. They have purchased land in Spanish Fort, but because of the
economy they cannot get a loan to build their church. He mentioned that when the 600 plus
members meet they are here all day, and they spend money in Daphne. He stated that some of
the members live in Daphne.

Council discussed and asked questions of Mr. Kilpatrick. Some of the Council did not have a
problem with them leasing long term. They felt it is better to rent it to the church than have it
empty just in case someone else wants to rent it.

Council did not come to a consensus.

PRESENTATION: National Justice Assistance Grant / Captain Danny Bell

The 2009 Recovery Act — Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant is a formula grant that is
awarded based on criteria established by the Department of Justice. Under this formula the Police
department has been notified that they have been awarded the amount of $14,595. The Police
Department has requested support for the following:

Leads-on-Software: a data base to help in the investigation and prosecution of property crimes. This
software will link them to pawn shops, second hand stores and internet sales. Four years of service will
cost $8,952.

Equipment, supplies and clothing to outfit one full-time patrol officer. This will include equipment such
as a weapon, laptop computer and his hand-held radio. This equipment will cost $4,296.

Two hand-held portable radios (walkie-talkies) — these radios are required to replace radios that do not
function properly and to have in stock to replace radios that may need to be replaced. These radios will
cost $1,026.

Five digital cameras — these cameras are necessary to replace digital cameras in the patrol division, some
of which are five to six years old. These five cameras will cost $681.

There is no match involved. The Justice Assistance Grant is due to be submitted on or before May 18"

.  ISSUES REQUIRING ACTION BY CITY COUNCIL

Bid - 2009-Q-NRCS AGREEMENT NO.: 69-4101-9-04 STORMS: GUSTAV & FAY

Thirteen bids were received for five of the eight projects declared an emergency by Ordinance 2009-08. It was
discussed that the remaining three projects are in different stages of planning and design. It was also noted,
that due to the Ordinance declaring these eight projects an emergency, the remaining three projects would not
be required to go through the bid process. However, quotes are being obtained for these projects before
proceeding. Discussion continued that $432,000 in financial assistance from NRCS will be received for the eight
projects which will require a 25% match from the City of $144,000 and total projects costs not to exceed
$576,000.

Mr. Steve Delahunty, P.E., with Hutchinson, Moore & Rauch, LLC recommended the bid from James Brothers
Excavating, Inc, for these five projects in the amount of $84,956 be accepted. Ms. Ashley Campbell concurred
with his recommendation. Ms. Henson noted that this is the next to the lowest bid; the lowest bid was
disqualified due to it containing an error.

Motion by Mr. Yelding to recommend Council adopt a resolution awarding bid 2009-Q-
NRCS AGREEMENT NO. 69-4101-9-04 STORMS: GUSTAV & FAY in the amount of
$84,956 to James Brothers Excavating, Inc. Seconded by Mr. Scott. All in favor.

V. CURRENT BUSINESS

Review 5 Year Capital Plan

The five year capital plan requests by department were handed out for the Committee members to review.

The Mayor also distributed Public Works spreadsheets detailing equipment requests and recommended that
their equipment be leased instead of purchased due to being able to budget lease costs annually over several
years and due to lower maintenance costs on leased equipment.
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Discussion was made on changing to one day a week garbage service, and a recommendation from Public
Works to increase the garbage service rate. Discussion continued that garbage service rates for the county and
surrounding communities are higher than Daphne’s rate and some only offer once a week service. Mayor Small
noted that garbage and recycling in the City should pay for itself and not be funded from the City’s General
Fund. Mr. Yelding stated that he did not think we should reduce services and go up on the rate.

It was agreed that equipment needs for Public Works is currently a critical need and will be on the agenda for
the May 11 Committee meeting for discussion.

L. CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm. Present were Chairman Derek Boulware, Councilman Bailey
Yelding, Councilman Ron Scott, Finance Director Kim Briley, Senior Accountant Suzanne Henson and
Accountant Donna Page.

Also in attendance were Public Works Director Bill Eady, Human Resources Director Sharon Cureton, Revenue
Officer Cornell Smith, and Equipment Maintenance Supervisor Duke Crutchfield.

Mayor Small arrived at 4:18 pm.

. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

There was no public participation.

.  HUMAN RESOURCES BUSINESS

Ms. Sharon Cureton presented a Human Resources department activity update in the Committee packet. She
discussed the Safety Committee’s recommendation that the City have at least two employees certified as
Playground Safety Inspectors. There is a course and exam offered by the National Playground Safety Institute
September 21 -23, 2009, in Woodstock, Georgia. Ms. Cureton submitted a cost estimate of $1,502 to send two
employees to this training. The Committee members recommended tabling action on this until the June 9
meeting.

V. ISSUES REQUIRING ACTION BY CITY COUNCIL

A. Appropriation Requests

1. City Hall Building Maintenance Account - $11,000

Ms. Briley noted that only $4,000 had been budgeted for City Hall maintenance and $7,118 has been spent to
date. She requested that the budget be revised to $15,000.

Motion by Mr. Scott to recommend Council adopt an ordinance appropriating an
additional $11,000 to the City Hall maintenance account for a total budget amount of
$15,000. Seconded by Mr. Yelding. All in favor.

2. Mowing Equipment Maintenance Account - $35,000

A request from Mr. Eady, Public Works Director, was presented for an additional $35,000 for the Mowing

Equipment maintenance account. Discussion was made that three of the mowers have required major engine

work depleting the maintenance budget and that all six of the mowers are aging. Discussion continued that

there are still extensive repairs and maintenance needed to keep these mowers operational through the summer

months. Discussion continued on the time frame for bidding and actual delivery of the new mowers. It was
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determined that it is necessary to make repairs to the existing mowers as delivery of new mowers would be
approximately 90 days after bid award. This is the busy season and the mowers are needed now.

Motion by Mr. Scott to recommend Council adopt an ordinance appropriating an
additional $35,000 for the Mowing Equipment Maintenance Account. Seconded by Mr.
Yelding. All in favor.

B. Bids:
1. 2009-P-BAYFRONT PARK PAVILION PARKING LOT & LANDSCAPE

Sixteen bids were received, with the lowest bid containing an error in unit pricing. The Committee considered a
letter from Mr. Jay Ross, City Attorney, recommending this bid be rejected as non-responsive and the next
lowest bidder be awarded the bid. Mayor Small recommended waiting on the parking lot and landscape work
until the structural repairs and updates are made to the building. It was discussed that the Village Point Park
Preserve is working with the City on plans for the building renovation. Mr. Steve Delahunty, P.E. with HMR
noted that the City could request at least a 60 day delay in the start of the project upon awarding the bid
(according to bid specifications). Discussion continued on what damage may be done to the sod while the
building exterior is being renovated. Mr. Delahunty noted there is no irrigation included in this project so
damage to sod would be the issue. Discussion continued that if renovation plans were to move forward in a
timely manner then this bid could be awarded with the 60 day extension on the Notice to proceed and exterior
building work could be completed.

Motion by Mr. Yelding to recommend to Council to adopt a resolution awarding bid
2009-P-BAYFRONT PARK PAVILION PARKING LOT & LANDSCAPE to the second
lowest bidder Ammons & Blackmon in the amount of $86,752.70. Seconded by Mr.
Scott. Mr. Boulware cast a nay vote. Motion passed.

2. 2009-Q-INMATE/TRUSTEE FOOD SERVICE

Five bid invitations were mailed/picked up, with one sealed bid received. Mr. Eady stated that this bid meets the
department’s requirements and recommends that it be accepted. It was noted that this is for meals for Loxley
inmates who work outside or on other Public Works or Civic Center assignments.

Motion by Mr. Scott to recommend to Council to adopt a resolution awarding bid 2009-
Q-INMATE/TRUSTEE FOOD SERVICE to Dell’'s Cafeteria and Catering at the bid price
of $5.85 per meal. Seconded by Mr. Yelding. All in favor.

3. 2009-R-PD/JAIL FOOD SERVICE

Four bid invitations were mailed/picked up, with one sealed bid received. A letter from Police Chief David
Carpenter recommending the bid from Winn Dixie be accepted was presented. It was noted this is for inmates
held in the City of Daphne Jail.

Motion by Mr. Scott to recommend to Council to adopt a resolution awarding bid 2009-
R-PD/JAIL FOOD SERVICE to Winn Dixie as bid. Seconded by Mr. Yelding. All in favor.

C. Blueprint for Tomorrow - $35,000

A request for payment of $35,000 to the Eastern Shore Chamber of Commerce for Blueprint for Tomorrow was
discussed.
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Motion by Mr. Scott to recommend to Council to adopt a resolution authorizing the
Mayor to enter into a contract in the amount of $35,000 with the Eastern Shore
Chamber of Commerce Blueprint for Tomorrow project. Seconded by Mr. Yelding. All
in favor.

D. Motion - Chamber of Commerce - $6,000

Motion by Mr. Scott to recommend Council to authorize the Mayor to enter into a
contract with the Eastern Shore Chamber of Commerce in the amount of $6,000 for
their services of promoting the City. Seconded by Mr. Yelding. All in favor.

E. 5 Year Capital Plan - Public Works Truck Replacements

The urgent need to replace trash, recycling and garbage trucks was discussed. The City needs the following
and can lease them at the estimated listed annual costs:

3 - Trash Trucks @ $25,000/each $75,000
2 — Recycling Trucks @ $34,000/each 68,000
3 — Garbage Trucks — 2 regular & 1 small “Pak-Rat” 136,000

Estimated Annual Lease Cost $279,000

It was noted that delivery on these leased vehicles could take place in July after the bid process is followed and
that $ 69,750 would be paid in Fiscal 2009.

Motion by Mr. Scott to recommend Council authorize bids for the leasing of 3 trash
trucks, 2 recycling trucks and 3 garbage trucks for a Fiscal 2009 cost of $ 69,750.
Seconded by Mr. Yelding. All in favor.

Sending 2 Employees to be trained as
Certified Playground Safety inspectors
April 2009

According to the Consumer Products Safety Commission, an estimated
205,000 children are treated annually for playground accidents. Of these,
70% or 140,000 occurred at public parks and schoolyards.

It has been the goal of the City of Daphne Safety Committee to have two
employees certified to properly inspect our playground equipment. With
the future expansion of our recreational facilities, this becomes even more
important.

A Certified Playground Inspector (CPSI) is a certification offered by the
National Playground Safety Institute. CPSlis are certified to inspect
playgrounds for safety issues, making sure that each playground they
inspect is up to the current national standards.

To be certified one must read and study the resource materials PRIOR to
arriving for 2 days of classroom instruction. The exam is taken the 3™ day.
In 2009, the closest location for a National Playground Safety Inspector
course and exam is Woodstock, Georgia on September 21-23, 2009. The
anticipated costs are listed below:

We are requesting funds for the Mowing Department equipment maintenance
account. Due to the age of the equipment, we have had to perform major engine
overhauls to three of our six mowers. We have one more mower that is currently
blowing oil and is expected to need the same $6,500 engine overhaul and all six of
the mowers will need a $2,000 overhaul to repair the air conditioning units. This
equipment is used 8 hours a day, 5 days a week and the coverage area continues to
grow. As of this date, we only have $2,400 in this account and cannot cover the
expected $18,500 in costs for major repairs, as well as, the expected $20,000 in
general maintenance required in the heavy summer months (this includes blade
replacements, tires, and maintenance to all mowing equipment). We cannot shut
down operations and do not have money in other accounts to make up the
difference.

Due to the cycles of fiscal years, we officially request the BFT pledge from the public sectors in August of the
pledge year. This request is accompanied with what we have accomplished and is sent to the mayor or county
commissioner, appropriate chair, and finance person. It is then usually approved in October, with a check being sent
by December of that calendar year, or quarterly payments beginning. This depends on budget approval, etc., for
each public entity (please see attached copy of request and back up.)

Thus, the BFT amount you are considering would be for the 2008 calendar year. The public requests for 2009 will
be sent in August, 2009. No one is considered delinquent for their 2009 invoices until January 1, 2010,

Only 13 companies out of 100, to date, have either gone out of business or asked to be forgiven of their pledges
totaling $45,500 annually. Businesses who asked if they can pay when times get better, and are committed to
seeing their pledges through are $49,500 annually, or 12%. We began preparing for shortfalls in 2008 and are
preparing for shortfalls in 2009 and 2010. Of course, we hope the economy will turn around and we will not see
these numbers, but contingency plans are in place to continue our fiscal responsibility to complete as much as
promised, or more, with amount of dollars given. Enclosed please see the five year estimated budget and year end
for the six initiatives to date.

CONSTRUCTION, AND MAINTENANCE

MONTGOMERY COUNTY ) OFAPUBLIC BOAT LANDING AREA -
MAY DAY PARK BOAT RAMP,
BALDWIN COUNTY, ALABAMA

WHEREAS, the Department of Conservation and Natural Resources/Marine
Resources Division of the State of Alabama maintains a program for the Development of

public boat landing areas throughout the State of Alabama, and

WHEREAS, the City of Daphne, Alabama, desires to improve an existing boat

ramp facility for its area, and

WHEREAS, the said City of Daphne has properties which are ideal for
development as a public boat ramp and parking lot, and which land the City of Daphne is

willing to continue to use for said projects.

NOW THEREFORE, KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS, that as a
contribution for the benefit of the public and for and in consideration of the sum of One
Dollar ($1.00) and the additional payments described hereafter in hand paid by the State
of Alabama, Department of Conservation and Natural Resources/Marine Resources
Division (ADCNR/MRD) the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged, the City of
Daphne (CITY) does hereby lease, covenant, and agree with ADCNR/MRD for the
construction and maintenance of a public boat landing area within the property delineated
in the attached “Exhibit A” situated in Baldwin County, Alabama:

Said lease is made under the following specific terms, conditions and stipulation:

1. The term of this agreement shall be twenty-five (25) years, commencing
on the first day of July 2009, with an option to renew for an additional
twenty-five (25) years. Renewal shall be granted by notification of intent
by ADCNR/MRD to CITY under the same terms and conditions, except

those provisions pertaining to construction, as in the original agreement.
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2. CITY shall, on an actual cost basis: Remove the old boat ramp, construct a
new public boat ramp with elevated access extending from shore and
docking pier, and renovate the parking area on the above described
property. In addition, the CITY shall, on an actual cost basis construct
new public boat ramps, piers adjacent to ramp, and suitable parking
surface conforming to ADCNR/MRD approved engineered drawings.

3. All construction work referred to in paragraph 2 shall be completed on or
before December 15, 2009

4. CITY shall notify ADCNR/MRD’s Engineers prior to commencement of
work for on-site inspection of work as it progresses, and all construction

work shall be subject to the approval of ADCNR/MRD’s Engineers.

5. CITY shall be responsible for designing and planning said construction
work for obtaining all necessary permits; i.e. Corps of Engineers, Alabama
Department of Environmental Management, Alabama Department of
Transportation, etc. prior to construction.

6. In consideration of the performance of the heretofore described
construction, ADCNR/MRD agrees to pay CITY 75% of total toward the
cost of the construction, but not to exceed $445,000. CITY agrees to pay
any costs in excess of the amount paid by ADCNR/MRD. CITY agrees to
submit to ADCNR/MRD its invoice, in triplicate, stating the services
performed and the consideration that is due and unpaid. CITY shall not
commence construction on the premises until ADCNR/MRD has first
approved in writing the plans and specifications of their construction and
the place where they are to be located. ADCNR/MRD Engineer(s) shall
perform a final inspection on the ramp and facilities upon completion of
construction to ascertain conformance to the approved plans and
specifications. Final payment shall be withheld until the project is

accepted and approved.
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7. It is specifically understood by and between the parties hereto that upon
final completion of the contemplated facilities, it will be the specific
obligation of CITY to provide all routine and preventive maintenance of
the facilities which shall include, but not be limited to roads, parking lot,
docking pier, patching, all signs, minor repairs to the boat ramp and
keeping the premises in a clean and sanitary condition at all times during
the term of this agreement. In the event CITY fails to so repair, maintain
and keep clean the premises, ADCNR/MRD may, at its option, after due
notice in writing, repair, maintain and keep the premises in a clean and
sanitary condition and bill CITY for the cost thereof, which CITY hereby

agrees to reimburse ADCNR/MRD for such services.

8. It is specifically understood and agreed that agents of ADCNR/MRD may,
from time to time, inspect the premises for proper maintenance and
sanitation and in the event such agents find the premises to be poorly
maintained or in a unsanitary condition will immediately notify CITY to
this effect, specifying the conditions to be corrected and upon such
notification, CITY shall, within a reasonable time, through its agents
and/or employees, rectify such conditions. But in the event CITY fails to
do so, the options of ADCNR/MRD hereinabove specified shall become
effective.

9. This agreement is subject to applicable permits. In the event the exercise
of any rights by permitting agencies pursuant to such permit results in the
disturbance or prevention of the use of the herein described real property
for the purposes provided herein, CITY agrees to reimburse
ADCNR/MRD for that portion of any term or renewal thereof in which
such use is substantially disturbed or prevented. Reimbursement shall be
calculated on the basis of the total expenditures herein by ADCNR/MRD,
divided by the number of years of the original lease term of twenty-five

(25) years (plus the total years of any additional renewal term agreed
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upon) multiplied by the remaining portion of the original twenty-five (25)
year term (or if applicable, that portion of any additional renewal term
agreed upon), during which use is substantially disturbed or prevented.
Such reimbursement shall be remitted by CITY to ADCNR/MRD within
sixty (60) days of the determination of the reimbursement amount by
ADCNR/MRD and CITY. In addition, if the CITY wishes to terminate
the lease agreement before expiration ADCNR/MRD will be reimbursed
for the unused portion of the lease by the CITY. Reimbursement shall be
calculated on the basis of the total expenditures herein by ADCNR/MRD,

CTL, Inc. is pleased to have the opportunity to provide a proposal for geotechnical testing
and engineering services for the referenced project. We understand that the subject slope is
located on the west side of County Road 13 just south of the intersection of County Road 13
and U.S. Highway 90 in Daphne, Alabama. We understand that the subject slope is reporiedly
experiencing slope failure (sliding) on the face of the slope. Based on our cursory site visit on
May 7, 2009, about a 90 feet long section of the slope had experience slope sliding.

This proposal is based on two (2) 30 feet deep soil test borings on top of the slope in the
area of reported slope sliding and four (4) 5 feet deep hand auger test borings on the face of the
slope. Soil laboratory testing will include soil grain size determination, Atterberg limit
determination and soil moisture content determination. Soil laboratory testing will also include
soil Triaxial Shear testing and soil unit weight testing if cohesive soils are encountered (allowing
for relatively undlsturbed Shelby tube sampling).

Based on the proposed driling and sampling, the proposed laboratory testmg, and
engineering work scope, we recommend that you budget $5,100 to $5,650 for our proposed
geotechnical testing:and engineering services. Additional work that may be required by site
conditions would be isubject to the unit rates included in this proposal. We would not proceed
with additional work until proper authorization is provided by you.

LEASE AGREEMENT

This LEASE AGREEMENT made and entered into this the __  day of
, 2009 by and between the Daphne United Methodist Church, (hereinafter
referred to as “LESSOR”) and the City of Daphne, an Alabama municipal corporation
(hereinafter referred to as “LESSEE”).

WITNESSETH

1. That the LESSOR hereby grants, leases and demises unto the LESSEE the
hereinafter described real property, situated in Baldwin County, Alabama,
described as follows:

“That portion of real property owned by Daphne United Methodist
Church, said property being located in Daphne, Alabama, consisting of
the Old Daphne Methodist Church Building and Cemetery. The only
property being leased is that parcel of real property upon which the
physical church building and cemetery are placed, and improvements
thereon.”

2. That the term of the lease shall be ninety-nine (99) years commencing on the
day of , 2009, and terminating on the day
of , 2108, hereinafter referred to as the “TERM”.

3. That the purpose of this lease is to allow the LESSEE to utilize and maintain the
premises and the cemetery located adjacent thereto for the preservation of the
building as a historical structure and/or housing unit of donated artifacts from the
general public. The LESSEE shall not use nor permit the same to be used solely
for secular use and for any other purpose or purposes without the prior consent of
the LESSOR. LESSEE at all times shall fully comply with all laws, ordinances,
and regulations of any lawful authority having jurisdiction of said premises, but
not limited to such as shall relate to health, safety, sanitation and cleanliness.
LESSEE shall not commit any waste of property by act or omission and will take
reasonable care of said premises at all times.

4. That the LESSEE agrees to pay to the LESSOR for the term of this lease a one
time payment of One Hundred dollars ($100.00) payable within thirty (30)
calendar days after the joint execution of this lease Agreement.

5. That any improvements made upon said premises during the TERM of this lease

shall remain with the premises and shall become the property of LESSOR upon
termination.
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6. LESSOR, without liability to LESSEE, shall have the right and may at any time
close the said premises whenever the same may become necessary for compliance
with any law, order, regulation or direction of any lawful authority or the agents,
officers, or representatives thereof, or in the event of any public disturbance of like
circumstance, which in the judgment of LESSOR may appear proper or advisable.

7. That the LESSEE shall procure for its own account and shall pay the cost of all
utilities in, on, or at said premises.

8. That the LESSEE shall make no major exterior changes, alterations, or additions to
the building without the expressed prior written permission of LESSOR.

9. That the LESSEE shall have the complete responsibility for all upkeep,
maintenance, and general care of the leased premises for the duration of this
Agreement and shall maintain at all times liability, fire, and extended insurance on
the building in an amount of not less than One Hundred Thousand Dollars
($100,000.00) naming the LESSOR as an additional loss payee and/or beneficiary
of insurance proceeds and proof of the same shall be provided to the LESSOR
through the Office of the Mayor on each anniversary date of the lease agreement.

10. That the LESSEE shall make all necessary repairs to the building to maintain the
same in accord with the guidelines of the National Trust of Historic Preservation
and the Baldwin County Historic Development Commission.

11. That in the event that the whole or any part of said premises shall be taken by any
public authority under the power of eminent domain or like power, then the TERM
hereof shall terminate as to the part of the premises so taken, effective as of the date
of possession. The final order, judgment or decree entered in the proceedings and
exercise of such powers shall be delivered to both LESSOR and LESSEE. All
damages awarded for the taking of said premises or any part thereof shall be
payable in the full amount thereof to, and the same shall be the property of,
LESSOR including but not limited to any sum paid or payable as compensation for
the loss of value of the leasehold or loss of the fee of any part of the premises.
LESSEE shall be entitled only to that portion of any award expressly stated to have
been made to LESSEE for the loss of value and cost of removal of stock, furniture
and fixture owned by the LESSEE.

12. That the LESSEE shall not assign or in any manner transfer this lease or any estate,
interest, or benefit therein or sublet said premises or any part or parts thereof, or
permit the use of the same or any part thereof by anyone other than LESSEE
without the written consent of the LESSOR. Each and every transfer of assignment
of this lease or any interest therein shall be null and void unless the written consent
of the LESSOR be first obtained thereto, which consent shall not be unreasonably
withheld by LESSOR. Consent by LESSOR to any assignment to transfer of
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interest under the lease or subletting of said premises shall not constitute a release,
waiver, or consent to any other assignment of any part thereof.

13. The LESSEE shall not be held liable under, or in non-compliance with, the
provisions of this Agreement, nor suffer any enforcement or penalty relating to
non-compliance or liability, where such non-compliance or alleged liability
occurred or were caused by circumstances reasonably beyond the ability of the
LESSEE to anticipate and control whether occasioned by war, acts of God, acts
of man, riots, insurrection or however occurring except as may result directly from
the failure of LESSEE to perform any act required of it under the terms of this
Agreement after reasonable notice.

14. The LESSEE shall not be responsible, nor held liable, for the damage, theft,
defacing, destruction, or marring in any form of any and all artifacts, materials,
artwork, antiques, objects, or other placed within the Old Daphne Methodist
Church Building and Cemetery.

15. That this Agreement is to be governed according to the laws of the State of
Alabama.

16. That the execution of this lease or the performance of any act pursuant to the
provisions thereof shall not be deemed or construed to have the effect of creating
between LESSOR and LESSEE the relationship of principal or agent or
partnership or joint venture. The relationship between the two parties to this
Agreement shall be only that of landlord and tenant or LESSOR and LESSEE.

The Cooperative District (the "CD") issues Bonds which fund capital improvements underiaken in the
Improvement District(s) (the "ID" or "IDs"). The CD may collect transactions taxes within the CD (if the CD is
coterminous with the ID)} or ID (if the CD is not coterminous with the [D). The CD acts as a component unit of
the ID by allowing its debt proceeds to fund improvements within the 1D (or muiltiple IDs). The CD has one (1)
fund:

General Fund: used to account for general administrative expenses of the CD. The General Fund would be
funded with fransactions faxes in excess of the amount needed for debt service on the Bonds of the CD, or if

improvement District - (Primary Government)

The Improvement District is the "recipient” of the capital improvements paid for by the Bonds issued by the CD
and maintains the assets for the benefit of the landowners and residents of the ID. The 1D collects annual debt
service assessments if the amount of the transactions taxes is insufficient to fully fund the annual debt service
of the Bonds. The ID also collects operating assessments if, after full payment of the debt service, there are
insufficient transactions tax revenues to fully fund the General Fund expenses of the ID, or if the CD does not
collect transactions taxes, or if the CD does not collect sufficient transactions taxes to fully fund the annual
debt service of the Bonds. The ID has three (3) funds:

General Fund: used to account for general administrative and operating expenses of the ID. The General
Fund is funded with special taxes on retail sales in excess of the amount needed for debt service and
operating expenses of the CD, or if no excess exists or there are no transactions taxes, operating assessments
of the ID. The ID may also need fo transfer some operating assessments to pay the operating expenses of the
CD.

Debt Service Fund: used to account for the coliections of debt service assessments and transfers of such
assessments to the CD Agency Debt Service Fund. If the CD collects transactions taxes and such revenues
are sufficient to pay the debt service on the Bonds of the ID, no debt service assessments may need fo be
collected.

Capital Projects Fund: used to account for the capital assets constructed/acquired with bond proceeds. The
actual capital assets constructed/acquired with Bond proceeds would be shown in the ID since it was the ID,
which the improvements were actually infended for and also which maintains the improvements.
