L. CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 P.M. Present were Councilman Bailey Yelding; Councilwoman Regina
Landry; Finance Director Kim Briley; Senior Accountant Suzanne Henson; and Accountant | Belinda Job.

Chairman Ron Scott arrived at 4:05 pm

Also in attendance were Mayor Fred Small and Public Works Director Ken Eslava

Il PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

A. Volkert Engineering: Sanitary Sewer Service Construction: US 90 $1,700,000-$2,400,000
— Ms. Melinda Immel, Volkert & Associates, Inc.

Ms. Immel discussed the construction of sanitary sewer service along US 90 in Daphne. Discussion continued
Aronov has approached Daphne Utilities and the City of Daphne regarding the availability of sewer. Ms. Immel
discussed there is a small force main at the corner of this property that ties into Timber Creek providing some
capacity, however, the proposed future development of the car dealerships, restaurants, etc. will force that line
to reach capacity. Discussion continued regarding the possibility of bringing a force main down US 90 with a
couple of lift stations tied into existing infrastructure near HWY 98 and bringing it into the sewage treatment
plant. Ms. Immel also discussed consideration was given to possible future development down Hwy 13 as well
as the ability to provide some relief to some of the aging infrastructure in Lake Forest. Discussion continued this
cost estimate includes approximately 20% contingency, construction costs, and engineering costs, as well as
$100,000 for some geotechnical fees and land acquisitions.

Mayor Small discussed if the City proceeds with this project, sewer problems would be eliminated in that area
with regard to future development. Discussion continued the $1,700,000 cost estimate includes a force main as
opposed to a gravity main that is being requested by Aronov. Mr. Scott asked how much land is needed for a lift
station. Ms. Immel discussed it depends on how much grading has to be done at the site, but that a 40x40 area
is normally what is needed. Discussion continued when large tracts of land are involved, they would ask for an
exclusive easement from the property owner rather than trying to subdivide it into a smaller piece of property.

Mayor Small discussed this project has been reviewed in several different ways and noted it would be better to
assess the property per acre rather than by linear foot down Hwy 90. Mayor Small discussed he has already
started the annexation process on the balance of the property that was not annexed on Hwy 90 with the Aronov
Property. Discussion continued once the property is annexed into the City, sewer would have to be installed
before any development of the property would take place. Ms. Briley noted the assessment funds would be
coming in installments over the course of the next 10 years, so funding would have to be available upfront with
the assessments used to reimburse the City. Mayor Small asked if a 5-year bond issue would be the way to go.
Ms. Briley discussed she would look into the City’s financing options. Discussion continued the City could do a
short term loan to get the project underway, and then when a bond issue is done, this loan could be rolled into
the bond issue. Mayor Small asked Ms. Immel and Ms. Briley to work out all the details on this project. Ms.
Briley asked when the annexation could be anticipated. Mayor Small noted the City Clerk is already working on
it. Ms. Briley noted she could proceed with obtaining quotes from bankers so that information would be
available when the annexation takes place.
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.  ISSUES REQUIRING ACTION BY CITY COUNCIL

A. Bids

1. 2005-S-Safety Shoes/Boots

Mr. Eslava noted 7 bid invitations were sent out with 1 bid received and 3 “no bids”. Ms. Henson discussed
when there is only one bidder, the City may negotiate the bid, but in order to do this, you need to know what the
rest of the market is offering. Mr. Eslava discussed that his research for market cost of safety shoes revealed
that by rebidding the City could save approximately $10.00 per pair on shoes and boots which equates to
approximately $2,000 in annual savings.

Motion by Chairman Scott to recommend to Council to adopt a resolution rejecting the
2005-S-Safety Shoes/Boots bid and authorize this item to be rebid. Seconded by Ms.
Landry.

2. 2005-U-County Road 13 Widening

Mr. Eslava noted 3 bid invitations were sent out with 3 bids received. Discussion continued that one bidder,
Asphalt Supply, did not include an addendum, however, his bid was not the low bid and therefore did not impact
the final outcome of the bid award. Mr. Eslava noted Mobile Asphalt submitted the high bid at $446,219.50 and
Hosea Weaver submitted the low bid at $391,643.89. Discussion continued it is the recommendation of
Hutchinson, Moore & Rauch to award this bid to the low bidder, Hosea Weaver. Mr. Eslava noted this is the
joint venture previously approved between the County Commission, School Board and the City of Daphne; all
will be contributing one third of the cost. Ms. Landry noted it was her understanding that this project was going
to be completed over the summer. Mr. Eslava discussed there were legal contracts that had to be drawn up
with the County individually and with the School Board individually and this took more time than expected. Mr.
Scott asked how long this project would take. Mr. Eslava noted they were going to try and keep it to a 90-day
period. Discussion continued the project would not begin until a couple of weeks after school has started to
allow things to settle down a bit. Discussion continued there will be parameters set with the contractor such as
what time of the morning they can start and when work would have to end in order to eliminate work taking
place during peak school traffic times. Mr. Eslava noted total budget funds for this project equal approximately
$410,000, leaving a buffer of about $20,000.

Motion by Mr. Yelding to recommend to Council to adopt a resolution awarding Bid
2005-U-County Road 13 Widening to the low bidder, Hosea O. Weaver & Sons for a
total cost of $391,643.89. Seconded by Ms. Landry.

3. 2005-V-Garbage Carts

Mr. Eslava noted 5 bid invitations were sent out with only 1 bid received from Toter, Inc. Mr. Eslava discussed
Toter carts have a proven track record of durability in the sun as well as excellent results of impact tests from its
type of spun construction. Discussion continued on why there was only one bidder and why the City's
specifications call for a spun cast construction. Mayor Small asked what the difference is in a spun cast and a
pre cast. Mr. Eslava discussed impact tests were performed from automated trucks and simulated the cans
being slammed down on the pavement. Discussion continued this showed how the wheels and shafts hold up
and how the pick up arms for the tilt mechanisms hold up. Mr. Yelding asked what type of container the County
purchases. Mr. Eslava noted they purchase Toter carts as well. Mr. Scott asked if the City of Daphne is
identified on the carts. Mr. Eslava noted it is hot cast on the cart and there is an identifying unique serial
number on each cart that is assigned to a specific address. Mr. Eslava reviewed last years bid cost and noted
there had only been a slight increase due to fuel/freight cost increasing.

Motion by Mr. Yelding to recommend to Council to adopt a resolution awarding Bid
2005-V-Garbage Carts to Toter, Inc., for cost as specified in the bid. Seconded by Mr.
Scott.
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4. 2005-X-Office Supplies

Ms. Henson discussed it is her recommendation that the bid be awarded to the low bidder, Gulf Coast Office
Products, who has also had the bid for the last 2 years (awarded two years ago and extended an additional year
as allowed in the bid contract). Mr. Scott asked if Staples and Office Depot bid. Ms. Henson noted Office Depot
did but they were not the low bidder and they also did not meet specifications because they would not bid a
constant cost for a full year on several paper products. Discussion continued that paper is a heavily purchased
item. Ms. Henson discussed that paper has been previously bid as a separate component but noted the
vendors did not want to bid a fixed cost. The result of this bidding process was that bidding paper with other
office supplies provided the City with a better cost overall. Ms. Henson discussed this contract period is for a
six month period because the Purchasing Co-Op is currently working on bidding this out also. Discussion
continued there is an option in this bid to extend up to 1% years under this current contract, in case the co-op
bid is not used by the City.

Motion by Mr. Scott to recommend to Council to adopt a resolution awarding Bid 2005-
X-Office Supplies to Gulf Coast Office Products for unit costs as specified in the bid.
Seconded by Mr. Yelding.

B. Prepaid Travel:

C. Appropriation Requests:

1. Property Purchase from Mr. Tallent — Earnest Monies $50,000

Mayor Small discussed Mr. Tallent originally wanted $5,000 in earnest money. Discussion continued a family
member of Mr. Tallent's has since advised him to seek his own attorney, resulting in a request for $50,000 in
earnest money. Mr. Scott discussed the property is 114 acres at $15,000 per acre for a total cost of
approximately $1.7 million.

Motion by Ms. Landry to recommend to Council to adopt an ordinance authorizing
payment to Mr. Tallent in the amount of $50,000 in earnest money. Seconded by Mr.
Yelding.

2. Victoria Square Streetlight Power Cost Reimbursement - $913.71

Mr. Eslava discussed a request from the Victoria Square Homeowners Association for reimbursement of power
costs associated with street lights. Mr. Eslava noted that customarily, the City’s procedures are once the streets
of the subdivision are accepted, the City also assumes the Utility Bill for the street lights. Discussion continued
this never happened in this subdivision. The Homeowners Association has been paying the bill and they are
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now requesting reimbursement. Discussion continued all the necessary documentation has been provided to
support the reimbursement request and it is recommended that the City make the requested reimbursement
and assume responsibility of this utility cost. Ms. Briley discussed since this reimbursement is for expenditures
made in prior fiscal years, Council will need to make a motion to approve. Mr. Scott and Mr. Yelding both asked
if there were any other situations like this. Mr. Eslava noted none that he is aware of.

Motion by Mr. Yelding to recommend to Council to adopt an ordinance authorizing
payment to the Victoria Square Homeowners Association in the amount of $913.71 for
reimbursement of street light power costs. Seconded by Ms. Landry.

3. Ecumenical Ministries

Ms. Briley discussed this request was submitted for the 2006 budget, however with the type of program
Ecumenical Ministries has with home repairs, it qualifies to be paid from the City’s CDBG Repayment Fund.
Discussion continued this is money left over from a 1980 CDBG project and residents who benefited from the
project made payments to the City for improvements that were done to their property. Discussion continued
there is still one citizen making payments. Ms. Briley noted the account currently holds approximately $5,800
and this type of project would keep this money in the spirit of the CDBG Grant and the purpose it was intended
for. Ms. Briley discussed the request is for $10,000 but the ordinance has been written for $5,500 noting that
the balance of the request can be considered for the 2006 budget. Discussion continued this has been
discussed with Jay Ross, City Attorney and he sees no legal issues with this appropriation.

Motion by Mr. Yelding to recommend to Council to adopt an ordinance amending the
budget to include a 1980's CDBG Repayment Fund appropriation in the amount of
$5,500 to Ecumenical Ministries Inc. Seconded by Ms. Landry.

V. CURRENT BUSINESS

A. 1999 Construction Fund Sewer Projects

Ms. Briley discussed an update on the 1999 Construction Fund and where the City stands on the sewer projects
as of July 31, 2005. Discussion continued the detail shows the projects that are currently in progress. Ms.
Briley noted the Adams Street project went over what was initially budgeted, therefore requiring additional
funding in the amount of $125,000 to complete the projects that are currently underway. Ms. Immel discussed
Dauphine Acres noting the scope has changed somewhat from the $920,000 budget and they are now
estimating it at $960,000. Ms. Immel noted they are hoping to take bids at the end of the month and will know
better at that time what the actual cost will be. Mayor Small inquired about the area in Dauphine Acres that did
not get sewered the last time. Ms. Immel noted that is Camellia Court and is not included in the Dauphine Acres
budget cost. Discussion continued this is an area where easements are needed. Ms. Immel discussed two
main areas in Dauphine Acres are Wilson Avenue and Locke Lane. Discussion continued that other areas are
Whispering Pines, Juniper Court and Camellia Court. Ms. Immel discussed there has been a lot of resistance
from the Whispering Pines and Juniper Court area, therefore previous Council made the decision to proceed
with Wilson Avenue and Locke Lane. Mayor Small asked Ms. Immel to present this information to him in a letter
form noting what is needed along with a diagram that he can give out to the residents. Mayor Small noted that
he and Councilman Yelding would start working on these areas. Ms. Immel noted additional funds would have
to be included for these areas also. Mr. Scott asked if an additional $125,000 needed to be approved for the
projects. Ms. Briley noted not at this time as bids have not been let on all of the projects. Some of the other
areas may come in under budget that would make up the difference. Ms. Immel noted we will know better when
the bid estimate is received on Dauphine Acres East.

B. Daphne High School Dance Team - $1,000

Ms. Landry discussed the School Board has now added the Dance Team to Daphne High School as an official
school function and are also discussing having one at Daphne Middle School. Discussion continued that
Council needs to adopt a policy on appropriation request. Mr. Scott discussed Ms. Briley previously obtained a
copy of an appropriation policy from the City of Auburn. Discussion continued on giving a copy of Auburn’s
policy to Ms. Landry to present to the Ordinance Committee for review.
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Motion by Mr. Yelding to table this request and submit to the Ordinance Committee for
further review. Seconded by Mr. Yelding.

V. FINANCIAL REPORTS

A. Treasurers Report: July 31, 2005

Ms. Briley discussed total cash is down approximately $686,000 from last month. Discussion continued this is
expected during the summer months. Ms. Briley noted some debt payments in the amount of $300,000 were
made as well as some vehicles were purchased and payment was made for the 1995 and 1999 County Road
13 paving projects.

Motion by Chairman Scott to recommend to Council to accept the Treasurer’s Report
as of July 31, 2005 in the amount of $10,605,318.02. Seconded by Mr. Yelding.

B. Sales Tax Collection Graphs — June 30, 2005

Mr. Scott discussed total collections for June 2005 were 982,863.46. Discussion continued collections were
$164,654.26 above collections for June 2004; and $115,561.71 above budget for the month. Discussion
continued collections are 20.12% over the same month last year. Mayor Small noted since the budget was
revised in March, the City has realized an increase of $264,709.81.

C. Monthly Lodging Tax Collections — June 30, 2005

Mr. Scott discussed that lodging tax collections for June 30, 2005 were $46,037.59 compared to $26,336.81 for
June 30, 2004, an increase of $19,700.78. Mayor Small noted it was discussed last month regarding
channeling some of this money into certain areas, even if the lodging tax is not increased. Mr. Scott discussed
he would like to see what the 2006 budget is going to look like before any decisions are made on raising lodging
tax. Mayor Small discussed he does not want the tax rate to go up because the City budget is going to be short;
he wants to increase it so the funds can be put back into the City. Mayor Small discussed the possibility the
County could decide to impose a lodging tax. Mr. Yelding noted if the City is going to proceed with an increase,
it needs to be done before the County imposes theirs. Mayor Small noted Ms. Briley has made some good
recommendations with regard to areas to channel some of these funds. Mr. Yelding asked Mayor Small and
Ms. Briley to make a presentation at the next Finance Committee Meeting and a recommendation will be made
from there.

D. Ad Valorem, July 31, 2005

Discussion was made that Ad Valorem tax collections as of July 31, 2005 were $2,844,435 and are currently
$291,565 under budget. Ms. Briley noted the Ad Valorem taxes were budgeted based on the re-valuations
taking place this year, however, that did not happen. Discussion continued that so far, the overage in the sales
tax is making up for the shortfall in ad valorem taxes.

E. Gulf Coast Zydeco Festival Project Report — July 2005

The Gulf coast Zydeco Festival Project Report (reflecting Expenses over Revenues in the amount of
$32,726.60) was included in the packet. Mr. Scott discussed that Ms. Sandra Morse, Civic Center Director, had
anticipated the 1% year for the Zydeco Festival would not be a money maker. Mr. Scott asked if this was in the
Civic Center’s budget. Mr. Yelding reminded the committee that transfers were made ($25,000) to cover upfront
costs for the event. Ms. Briley discussed these transfers were made from some other scheduled events and the
$25,000 has been reimbursed to the City. Mayor Small noted if the event could be held outside, it would
probably grow. Mr. Scott discussed he believes it was good enough to give it another shot next year, and then
a better decision can be made on if it should be an ongoing event.
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F. New Business Licenses

Mr. Scott discussed there were eleven new businesses opened and zero businesses closed in the City during
the month of July 2005.

G. Bills Paid — July 31, 2005

The bills paid report as of July 31, 2005 was contained in Packet #2. Mr. Yelding inquired about payment of the
Judge’s Robe in the amount of $340.60. Discussion continued this is provided just like Police Uniforms and
Public Works Uniforms.

VI. OTHER BUSINESS

A. Civic Center Sign

Mr. Scott asked where the City stood with regard to the new sign for the Civic Center. Discussion continued the
sign was in violation of the City’'s Sign Ordinance. Mayor Small noted the Ordinance Committee is currently
reviewing the Sign Ordinance.

B. Increasing Expenses

Mayor Small discussed the cost of Health Insurance is going up this year. Discussion continued a special work
session needs to be held to discuss employee issues and health insurance. Mayor Small discussed employees
leaving the City to work for other Municipalities and addressed his concerns over increasing any health
insurance cost to employees.

This task will include
reqularly scheduled meetings with the Daphne Ufilities staff and any presentations
requested by the City Council or Board to review the design, estimated costs and to
o discuss concems and suggestions related 1o the project. Also included are
i cohstructability reviews during the design process, easement preparation for the
proposed sanitary sewer force main, and permitting,

The estimated time for completion of Task 00002 is within five months from notice to
proceed with selected design alternative including advertising for bids and contract
award.

Daphne resident, 82 year old L..C. Redmond, had a dream come true many months
before he passed away. Thanks to grant monies, local volunteers and Ecumenical
Ministries, Inc. (EMI), safety issues in Mr. Redmond’s home of 23 years were
addressed.

Re: Recommend Rejection of Safety Shoe Bid

Please consider this my formal recommendation to reject the bid for
safety shoes, BID DOCUMENT #2005-S-SAFETY SHOES/BOOTS.

There were seven(7) bidders who received bids on this item. We
received four(4) responses from those seven bidders, with three(3) of
those four(4) responses reflecting a “no bid” status. This means we only
received one(1) bid price. The lone bidder did not fully comply with our
bid specifications, nor did he have his document signed and notarized
per our requirements.

I have contacted several vendors since the closing of the bid, and have
confirmed the fact the a re-bid of these shoes will result in the City of
Daphne receiving a more competitive price than the one(1) vendor
submitted. Although his quotation is competitive with Iast years prices, 1
have confirmed information to verify the fact that a re-bid will reduce
our expenditures from last year...considerably. In fact, we will likely
save up to $10.00 per pair(more in some cases)by re-bidding, which
could save the City in excess of $2000.00 in annual expenditures.

My recommendation is to reject contract 2005-S-SAFETY SHOES AND
BOOTS and re-bid as required.

FOR THE ANNEXATION OF CERTAIN PROPERTY TO THE CORPORATE LIMITS
OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF THE CITY OF DAPHNE, ALABAMA
VILAI MARINO
(Property located off of south side of County Road 64)

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DAPHNE,
ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the owners of the property described in Section 2 of this Ordinance have signed and filed a
written petition with the City Clerk of the City of Daphne, Alabama, requesting that such property be annexed to the
corporate limits of the City of Daphne, Alabama; and,

WHEREAS, all of such property is located and contained within an area contiguous to the corporate limits
of the City of Daphne, Alabama and does not lie within the corporate limits or police jurisdiction of any other

CITY DAPHNE, ALABAMA AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION I: APPOINTING AUTHORITY

AN ORDINANCE TO ADJUST SPEED LIMITS AND TO POST
SPEED LIMIT SIGNS ON COUNTY ROAD 13 BETWEEN
COUNTY ROAD 64 AND WHISPERING PINES ROAD

WHEREAS, the traffic patterns and speeding problems on County Road 13 between County
Road 64 and Whispering Pines Road have been studied and certain recommendations have been
made to the City Council relative to establishing speed limits in accordance therewith, and,;

WHEREAS, County Road 13 between County Road 64 and Whispering Pines Road
currently has two different speed limits posted within this stretch of road, and that such needs to be
changed to a uniformed speed limit, and;
